In 2015, 104 COST meetings, 30 Training Schools and 259 STSMs were held in Spain helping to strengthen the existing networks and foster
collaboration links between researchers, institutions and ultimately countries. They also allow to increase the visibility of hosting institutions. Spanish
institutions seem to be particularly attractive to researchers coming on STSMs (Graph 6).
