2. Course Description

The following course: Teaching and Learning the English Language is considered essential in the development
of teachers who will be teaching English in primary schools. A course which demands on the part of the
students a strong aptitude and practical ability with regards to their use of the English language. Therefore, the
course material was developed with strict adherence to the established guidelines set by the European Council,
reflected in the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages, which provides clear, practical and

innovative direction.

The common core principals with respect to the teaching of foreign languages set within the Common European
Framework are based on a series of parameters, which assist and make possible the acquisition of the required
understanding and competence of the language. The most prominent elements that fall within these parameters
include: the use of the language in context, communicative activities, strategies of communication, general and

communicative competence, communicative process and communication roles.
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The primary objective will be, by that much, cultivating within future educators communicative competence
or the capacity to recognize and produce language that is not only correct but also appropriate for the
situations in which it is used, in which they will be the focus of their own learning. For that purpose, the
classes will be organized in such a way as to facilitate sociability, interaction, increase of time dedicated to
student performance/presentation, and real communication. Also, time will be equally dedicated to all facets
of comprehension, in addition to spoken and written production of the language with greater emphasis on

production.

To the extent in which the fulfillment of the previously stated objectives are determined by the need for
exchange of language, communication and integration and keeping in mind that the main objective of these
teachings is effective communication in the target language being studied, with equal parts oral and written
form, the organization of the classes will operate with the intent to meet communicative goals, searching at all

times for theoretical-practice learning related to the specific abilities implied in the communication process.

With this in mind, the didactic organization of the classes will follow precisely a practical pattern, introducing
content and strategies of each linguistic aspect, guaranteeing the understanding of new concepts on the part of
the students, giving rise to the necessary practice for satisfactory consolidation of the acquired knowledge and,
finally, producing a natural and practical environment in which the students can make use of their knowledge

independently, accurately and with fluency, as well as being able to use the English language creatively.

B) Writing Exam (30%) Will consist of one or two writing assignments varying in style (letters, essays, articles,
reports, etc.). These assignments will evaluate the adequacy with regards to the use of the language, correct
grammatical forms and structure, the use of appropriate vocabulary, punctuation, orthography, fluidity and

organization of ideas, style and adequacy of the written text, content and originality of ideas.

C) Oral Exam (30%). Will be divided into two parts: the first part will consist of individual questions surrounding
the vocabulary topics worked on in class. The second part will consist of interactions or conversations in pairs
about a given situation. The students will have to conversationally exchange concrete ideas will regards to the

topic or theme.

D) Class Participation (10%) Active and cooperative participation in English is required in the classroom in order
to receive the maximum amount of points Merely attending the class with out participating in conversations in

English is not sufficient in order to receive full marks for participation.

VERY IMPORTANT: Students must pass the Theoretical and Practical Exam (A) with a 60% in order to receive
marks for the exam that follows (Writing). Likewise, Students must pass the writing exam with a 60% and
independent character in order to receive marks for the following oral exam. In addition, only students who
receive 60% or higher on the Writing Exam will be eligible to take the Oral Exam. With respect to students who
fail the oral exam, the scores of the two previous exams (Theoretical-Practical and Writing) will only be saved

and recorded during the July exams.
Non-attending students

Students who do not attend class will be subject to the same grading criteria as those who attend except

students who do not attend will not be able to earn, logically, the 10% corresponding to participation.
1.2 July Convocation

The exam during the July Convocation will follow the same guidelines set and established for the May/ June

Convocation laid out in section 1.1.

Students who have passed some of the parts of the exams in the June Convocation will not have to retake
those specific sections in July. Meaning that the marks for the sections students passed in the previous
convocation will be kept as the marks for the July convocation. The mark for participation will also be kept from

the previous convocation. No marks will be kept from the February convocation for the next semester.
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1.3. February Convocation 2020

The exam for the 2020 February Convocation will follow the same guidelines established in section 1.1, with
the exception of assigned weight of each part. Each part will be as follows: A) Grammar/VVocabulary, Written

Comprehension and Oral Comprehension (40%) B) Written Expression (30%) C) Oral Expression (30%).
2. Absent Students

The same grading system will be used for absent students as the one established for attending students,
with the exception of the fact that in the case of the absent student, they will not be able to receive marks
for Participation (5%), for which the maximum possible scored that can be obtained in the class is 9. The
compositions completed throughout the course and supposing 5% of the final grade for the course should be

turned in without the same period as the students who attend class.
3. Students with Special Needs regarding Education

Students will special needs regarding education can speak with the Office of Diversity and Volunteer Services
(Atencion a la Diversidad y Voluntariado (ADYYV) in order to receive guidance or appropriate counseling in order
to take better advantage of the educational process and certain modifications to the learning or testing process
